As you are probably aware, our Presbytery has been hard at work studying, discussing and praying our way through the Presbytery Transformation Process. As the Christmas season is in full swing, the Presbytery Transformation Coordinating Team wants to thank you for your prayerful attention and active participation in this process.  The over-arching question we have been asking is:  

What is God calling us to be and to do?
The process began when the Presbytery approved this direction and enlisted a Transformation Coordinating Team
.  The Team met to develop a process for Presbytery transformation.  The Presbytery Transformation Process recently included a Discovery Conference held as part of our October Presbytery meeting. The Conference asked us to name and claim key strengths and challenges of being the Presbytery in this place at this time.  From spring through October we engaged in a time of “discovering our missional context.”  During this period members of the Presbytery were engaged in prayer, study and discussion at the local church level, in clergy clusters, in Presbytery meetings, and through interviews. 
  Broad participation contributed to the development of a set of challenges and opportunities.

Please see the attached document, which summarizes what we have said about ourselves in naming and claiming our current reality. We encourage you to share this with others in your church.

Together in the transformation journey we are walking through the following steps:

· Discovering our missional context – Completed
· Discerning God’s Call – Winter/Spring 2010
· Embodying Vision Led Ministry – Summer/Fall 2010
The discernment step begins this January:

· Congregations will be encouraged to engage in a Bible study entitled 
“Co-Missioned: A Bible Study on Becoming a Missional People”;  

· There will be local discussion groups formed to address “What it Means to Be Presbytery “
· There will be a Presbytery wide Vision Retreat on April 23-24. Please mark your calendar.

· A Vision Team has been enlisted to reflect and study, to receive the discernment work of the Presbytery and to serve as consensus formers in drafting a vision for the Presbytery.

All of these efforts are designed to contribute to our discernment work and ensure dialogue around what it means to be the people of God within the Presbytery of Central Washington.  In addition to the attached document, the Bible study materials and additional documents for reflection will be posted on the Presbytery web site, http://www.cwpresby.org.    

At the June Presbytery meeting, we anticipate that we will be celebrating our vision and beginning to organize ourselves for developing a ministry plan and goals that give detail and life to our sense of God’s calling. 

We rejoice in this exciting time and with you pray for the gifts of God’s Spirit.  We pray that we may walk faithfully and fruitfully in response to God’s call to be the Presbytery of Central Washington.
